MGVR’s “MG V-8 Challenge Trophy” was awarded to Nick Pratt of Ontario, in his amazingly fast MG Midget.  It is presented to the first overall MG in the all MG Race.

And if that weren’t enough, there were even more MG honors presented that were particular to this VARAC event at Mosport.

-VARAC’s “Al Pease Trophy”, for the first MG overall in the MG race, to Nick Pratt in a MG Midget

-VARAC’s “Van Worsdale Trophy”, for the first MGA in the MG race to Mark Brandow, of Minnesota.

-MGVR’s “Tommy Hoan Trophy”, for the first T Series in the MG race to Manley Ford of Michigan in a MGTD,

-VARAC’s “Tony Simms Challenge Trophy”, for best prepared, driven, and vintage correct MG, to Manley Ford with his MGTD.
